If certain items do not apply or are not available, skip those and go on to the next item.
For example, if there is no author, start with the title instead.

Setting up your bibliography or works cited page

1. Title your page “Works Cited” and center it.

2. Arrange your citations in alphabetical order by the first letter in each citation.
3. Make sure proper names are capitalized and punctuation is correct.

4. Indent the second line of each citation (hanging indent).
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
